Itis
immediate and disconnected from my higher Self, the
constant “I”’, and the meaning of my life. My reaction is an
imprisoned effect. This is not freedom.

By applying the PQR formula, however, I can respond. !
pause (find myself in the situation), question (How does
this situation relate to the meaning of my life ? How do!
wish to respond given in a world of infinite possibilities ?)
and then respond (a freely chosen action — not a reaction)
Responding rather than reacting helps us live freely and it
greater harmony with our true identity in every situation. I
helps us grab hold of the freedom we seek in order to entef
into the river of divine life.
