wLove is not easily provoked". Nothing could be more striking
than to find this here. We are inclined to look upon bad temper
as a very harmless weakness. We speak of it as a mere infirmity
of nature, a family failing, a matte- of temperament, not a thing
to take into very serious account in estimating a man's character.

No form of vice, not worldiness,
not greed of gold, not drunkenness itself does more to un-
christianise society than evil temper for embittering life, for
t-eaking up communities, for destroying the most sacred
relationship, for devastating homes, for withering up men and
women, for taking the bloom off childhood; in short for sheer
gratuitous misery-producing power, this influence stands alone
Jealousy, anger, pride, uncharity, cruelty, self-righteousness,
touchiness, doggedness, sullenness-in varying proportions

these are the ingredients of all ill-temper. Judge if such sins of

the disposition are not worse to live in, and for others to live
with than sins of body. There is really no place in Heaven for a
disposition like this.

In this sense, Oscar Wilde's paradox is perfectly true : that
Nhture imitates Art: for the majority of men see in nature wh.at
Art has taught them to see in Nature. The fogs of London, said
Wilde, were the invention of Whistler. To love beauty therefore
becomes to the artist, as an artist, his first duty. To love beauty
that is, to see it for himself first, and then to communicate it to
others, for love implies at once vision and reproduction. It must
be the first article in an artist creed, as an artist, that beauty is
the best interpreter of God to man; that when he has got hold
of beauty he has got‘" hold of the surest key to the knowledge
of God. Keats has said that beauty is Truth. Now, this is not
true. But to us here, Beauty is, as Plato said, the splendour of
Truth. The artist as an artist, must be content with the splendour
and, through this splendour strive to convey the truth. He has
no business with truth as such as the philosopher for instance
has. He has no concern with conduct as such, as the moralist,
for instance has. It is not his function to exhort men to good
works or to prove things'; but merely to exhibit them. Plato
thought a picture, for instance, was just a copy of an object a
copy of the idea.
