Introduction

The Guidance and Counselling Cell of Lala Jagat Naryan Education College organized a Mock
Test for PSTET (Paper | & Paper I1) on 10" January, 2026 under the able leadership of Principal,
Dr. Neetika. The program was conducted in collaboration with Arora Classes, Bathinda with the
objective of preparing aspiring teachers for the Punjab State Teacher Eligibility Test (PSTET) and
similar competitive examinations.
